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Keys to a good photo Shoot
Before the Shoot
1. Get a good night's sleep and stay healthy. If you are tired it will show both on your face and in your attitude. Please do not party the night before a shoot. 

2. Get your items ready and packed up. Unlike the big fashion scene you may need to provide items of wardrobe and props for a shoot. This should all be discussed and worked out before the shoot. If you have talked about bringing certain items please be sure they are packed and ready to go the night before. This avoids last minute running around and forgetting. Reliability again is part of being a professional.

3. Have your makeup done professionally or Do it yourself. Makeup enhances your photos so take care in doing a good job. Be sure to have a well groomed face, get your eyebrows arched, etc.

4. The importance of Wardrobe Selection. Bright colors photograph better then dark colors. If you are planning on wearing something dark accessorize with something bright.

5. Up keep of Personal Hygiene. If you are planning on taking a photo with a sleeves, tank top or are exposing your under arms please shave the night before your shoot and apply your deodorant then. This will cut down on the razor burn and buildup of deodorant. Also use a clear roll-on to avoid white strikes on clothes. Use this same school of thought for swimsuit or linige shoots too.

6. Keep your hairstyle simple. No you don’t need fresh from the Salon but a good looking hairstyle will make you photos.
7. Remove inside tags to clothing. This will prevent the tags from sticking out during the shoot and interfering in the photo.

8. Wear the proper under garments. Your outfit maybe couture but if your undergarments aren’t right then you can’t show it off properly. Please enlist in buying the following pieces:

a. A push up bra
b. A demi bra
c. A strapless or versa strap bra
9. Baby oil. If you are looking for the shine gloss look please opt for a baby oil gel and not conventionial baby oil. The gel will give you an even application instead of the greasy look.

At the Shoot
1. Keep appointments. Photographers try to setup shoots in advance so they can work with a number of models each week. So if you are going to miss your appointment let the photographer know ahead of time. You can always reschedule.
2. Arrive on time. Time is being wasted waiting for a model to arrive. Time is money. Modeling is a commitment. Don’t waste time. 

Repeated tardiness or No shows may cause you not to be photographed by a Faces of 2 Modeling Photographer.
3. No specters. You wouldn’t take our friends with you on a job interview, so why bring them to a photo shoot? Before you have them tag along with you, be sure to ask the photographer if it is ok first. Your friends can be distracting not only to you but also to the photographer.
After the photo shoot
1. The critique. A critique of what the photographer saw and how you might do better can be a real ego bruiser, but can also help you learn and improve. Take some time to look over your photos, look beyond how cute you think they are and look at your poses and facial expressions. Do you see any thing that you can improve on?

2. Practice. Continue to practice your poses and facial expressions.
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
