Digital File Submission Requirements
2 Key Photography can accept digital file for comp cards or headshots from ISO-compliant CD-ROMS as well as via Email.  For graphics/images we recommend TIF format if submitted on disk, but can accept EPS, PSD or JPG.  JPGs are not recommended, but if saved with High Quality (or Low Compression) they may be clear enough for reproduction.  Files submitted via Email will need to be in JPG format, as other formats will be too large to get through most Email servers.  
We cannot be responsible for the quality of compressed JPGS.
For best results, images files should be:

· At least 300 dpi, but no larger than 600 dpi

· At least large as they will be printed:

· 8” x 10” for front headshot

· 5” x 7” for back images

When selecting a photo for your comp card
The photo that goes on the front of the card MUST make people say "WOW!" This image must be eye catching and engaging. Imagine if your comp card were tossed on a table with 20 other cards - Would it stand out? Would it grab an art director's attention? Does it make them want to turn it over to learn more? If you can't say yes to all of those questions - you have the wrong photo on the front of your card.

The back of the card needs to show variety - personality and needs to leave them wanting to meet you.
Black and White images are a good idea if you have some. A good black and white image can have more impact than a color image.

· Contact information (Who to contact, phone, email, web address, etc.) 

· Height 

· Weight 

· Bust size / Cup size 

· Waist size 

· Hip size 

· Dress size 

· Shoe size 

· Hair color 

· Hair length (short, shoulder length, long) 

· Eye color
